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23.900tonnes of used portable batteries and 4,045tonnes
of industrial Ni-Cd batteriesrecycled in 2004by EBRA members

Brussels, 13th June, 2005 B In 2004, EBRA's fifteen members recycled 23,900 tonnes of portabe
batteries and accumulators and mare than 4,000 tonnes of Ni-Cd industrial batteries corresponding to a
total of 27,946 tonnes Comparedto 2003, this represents a 36% increa® (20,508 tonneg. Therise is due
to the arrival of five new EBRA members who recycled more than 8,000 tonnes of bateries and
accumulators over the lag year.

Volumes of nickel-cadnium batteries (both industrial and portable) saw the sharped increag between
2003 and 2004: 6,623 tonnesde Ni-Cd batterieswere recycledin 2004 (2,578 tonnesof portale batteries
and 4,045 tonnes of industrial batterie§, as compared to 4,272 tonnes in 2003, represerting a 55%
increag.

Most of the batteriesand accumulators recycled by EBRA memberscame from France (7,850 tonneg and
Germary (6,259 tonnes. Other countries such as Switzerland (2,590 tonnes, Belgium (1,878 tonneg
and Austria (1,133 tonneg were also very acive in this field. It should be noted that more than 50% of
the used batteries and accumulators collecied in Europe were processed by French recyclers, while
Germanrecyclers accountedfor 20%.

The beg reallts came from countrieswhich have introducedcollection systemscovering all bateriesand
accumulators, along with fixed callecton targets. On the contrary, the number of portalle bateries and
accumulators callected in the United Kingdom, Italy and Greee wasvery low or even non-existert, as
these countries have limited their actons to industrial batteriesalone, within the framework of Directive
91/157 (whichis only covering lead and nickel-cadmium batteries aswell asmercuy button cells).

Consequertly, EBRA is aking the European Paliamer, which is to examine the draft Directive, to
maintain the collecion targets definedin the text adopted at first readng, although new Member-Statesin
partticular could be given extratimeto fulfil them.With its experience of collecion and recycling, EBRA
is preparedto help the authoritiesto define objecivesaccarding to arealistic schedule.
